Au cours des derniéres années, le batiment a fait 'objet de travaux pour aménager 3
appartements supplémentaires. Malheureusement, ses travaux ont été effectués sans I'obtention
des permis requis et sans la mise en place du zonage approprié.

BY-LAW NUMBER 2019-78

Being a By-Law requiring properties to be maintained
and kept clear of waste

WHEREAS Section 127 of the Municipal Act, 2001 S.O. 2001, c.25, as amended,
provides that a municipality may require the owner or occupant of land to clean and
clear the land, not including buildings, or to clear refuse or debris from the land, not
including buildings;

AND WHEREAS Section 128 of the Municipal Act, 2001 S.O. 2001, c.25, as amended,
provides that a municipality may prohibit and regulate with respect to public nuisances,
including matters that, in the opinion of Council, are or could become or cause public
nuisances;

AND WHEREAS Section 131 of the Municipal Act, 2001 S.O. 2001, c.25, as amended,
provides that a municipality may prohibit and regulate the use of any land for the
storage of used motor vehicles for the purpose of wrecking or dismantling them or
salvaging parts from them for the sale or other dispositions;

AND WHEREAS Section 425 (1) of the Municipal Act, 2001 S.O. 2001, c.25, as
amended, provides that a municipality may pass by-laws providing that a person who
contravenes a By-law of the municipality passed under the Municipal Act, 2001 S.O.
2001, c.25, as amended, is guilty of an offence;

AND WHEREAS Section 429 (1) of the Municipal Act, 2001 S.O. 2001, c.25, as
amended, provides that a municipality may may establish a system of fines for offences
under a By-law passed under the Municipal Act, 2001 S.0. 2001, c.25, as amended

AND WHEREAS Section 446 of the Municipal Act, 2001 S.O. 2001, c.25, as amended,
provides that a municipality may direct that where an owner has defaulted, the
municipality may have the default remedied at the owner’s expenses and add the cost
to the tax roll in the same manner as municipal taxes.

NOW THEREFORE the Council of the Corporation of the Township of Alfred and
Plantagenet enacts as follows:

1. DEFINITIONS

1.1 By-law shall mean the Clean and Clear Yard By-law (Number 2019-78)

1.2 Clerk shall mean the Clerk of the Township of Alfred and Plantagenet, or
his or her delegate.

1.3  Derelict motor vehicle shall mean a vehicle having missing bodywork,
components or parts, including tires or damaged components, parts,
bodywork, glass or deteriorated or removed adjuncts, which prevent its
mechanical function, and includes a motor vehicle that is not licensed for the
current year by the Ministry of Transportation;
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1.4 Infestation shall mean the overrunning of a property by vermin, rodents
and insects;

1.5 Motor vehicle shall mean an automobile, truck, motorcycle, snowmobile,
trailer, recreational vehicle propelled or driven by other than muscular power,
but does not include the cars of electric or steam railways, or other motor
vehicles running solely upon rails, or a traction engine, farm tractor, self-
propelled implement of husbandry or road building machine within the
meaning of the Highway Traffic Act, R.S.0. 1990, c. H.8, as amended;

1.6  Municipal Law Enforcement Officer shall mean a Municipal Law
Enforcement Officer as appointed by the Council of the Township of Alfred
and Plantagenet;

1.7 Owner shall mean the registered owner, occupant, tenant, person for the
time being managing or receiving the rent of the property, whether on his or
her account or on account of an agent or trustee of any other person, or any
one of the aforesaid;

1.8 Property shall mean any land privately owned including yards, vacant or
built lots and any part of a lot which is not beneath a building;

1.9 Residential zone shall mean properties that are zoned residential as per
the Zoning By-law No. 2009-50 as amended of the Corporation of the
Township of Alfred and Plantagenet.

1.10 Rubble shall include broken concrete, bricks, broken asphalt, patio or
sidewalk;

1.11 Township shall mean the Corporation of the Township of Alfred and
Plantagenet;

1.12 Turf grass shall mean around cover comprised of one or more species of
growing grass, with or without trees, shrubbery or maintained planting beds
or other vegetation;

1.13 Waste shall include refuse, garbage or debris of any kind whatsoever and
without limiting the generality of the foregoing includes, rubbish, wrecked,
dismantled, inoperative or unused vehicles, machinery, boats, recreative
vehicles, aircrafts or mechanical equipment or any part thereof or any vehicle
that does not have a current validated permit and a number plates displayed
thereon as required under the Highway Traffic Act, or any boat that does not
have the license required under the Small Vessel Regulations, furnaces,
water and fuel tanks, furniture, refrigerators, freezers, stoves and other
appliances whether operative or inoperative, glassware, plastic, cans, paper,
cardboard, garden refuse, kitchen table waste, animal faeces, grass
clippings, leaves, trees, tree branches, earth or rock fill, material from
construction or demolition projects, clothing and bedding.

1.14 Weed shall mean a noxious weed designated by or under the Weed
Control Act, R.S.0. 1990, C. w.5, as amended,;

1.15 Yard means a space, appurtenant to a building or structure, located on
the same lot as the building or structures, open, uncovered and unoccupied
from the ground to the sky except for accessory buildings,

1.16 Yard, Front shall mean the space extending across the full width of the lot

between the front lot line and the nearest part of any main building or
structure on the lot;
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1.17 Yard, Rear shall mean the space extending across the full width of the lot
between the rear lot line and the nearest part of any main building or
structure on the lot;

1.18 Yard, Side shall mean the space extending from the front yard to the rear
yard between the side lot line and the side wall of the main building or main
structure;

1.19 Yard, Side — Exterior shall mean a yard extending from the front yard to
the rear yard between the exterior side lot line and the side wall of the main
building or main structure;

1.20 Yard, Side — Interior shall mean a yard extending from the front yard to
the rear yard between the interior side lot line and the side wall of the main
building or main structure.

. GENERAL PROVISIONS

2.1 No person shall store, keep, dump, throw or blow any waste on any
property either belonging to this person, on another person’s property or any
property belonging to the Township or cause such waste to remain thereon;

2.2  No person shall place out on the roadway for disposal any refrigerators,
freezers or similar appliances or containers without having first removed all
doors and all locks therefrom or taking such other adequate precautionary
measures to prevent any person from being trapped in such refrigerators,
freezers or similar appliances or containers;

2.3 Refrigerators or freezers in working order, secured with an external
locking device and locked at all times, except when actually being used and
supervised are authorized in the side yards and back yards. No person shall
keep such refrigerators or freezers in the front yard or the exterior side yard.

2.4 No person shall fail to maintain their hedges and bushes trimmed on a
regular basis within any Residential zones;

2.5 No person shall fail to keep all yards clean and free from any dead,
decayed or damaged trees, bushes or hedges and branches or limbs thereof
which are susceptible of creating an unsafe or unsightly condition, a fire or
accident hazard, or of causing damages to neighboring properties;

2.6  No person shall fail to keep and maintain water in a swimming pool in
such a condition that is unhealthy, unsanitary, stagnant, malodorous or
becomes a breeding place for insects;

2.7 No person shall fail to keep clean and the grass maintained on a regular
basis of all built or vacant and non-forested properties in Residential Zones of
less than 929 m2 (10 000 s.f.) including the grass and weeds on the highway
abutting the owner’s property, wherever such highway is reasonably
accessible for maintenance,;

2.8 No person shall fail to keep clean and the grass maintained on a regular
basis on a depth of 30 m (100 feet) fro the lot line of all built or vacant and
non-forested properties of more than 929 m2 (10 000 s.f.) abutting a
residential building;

2.9 No person shall keep or store on any property any used motor vehicles for

the purpose of wrecking or dismantling them or salvaging parts from them for
sale or other disposition;
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2.10 No person shall fail to grade and to cover with grass any property in a
Residential Zone to prevent erosion and sedimentation;

2.11 No person shall fail to eliminate noxious plants, as defined by the Weed
control Act, R.S.0. 1990, c. W 5, such as ragweed, poison oak, and poison
ivy from any property;

2.12 Nothing in this by-law shall be deemed to interfere with the filing or raising
of properties with earth or rock fill done in the course of building operations in
process or the disposal of waste on any lands which have been designated
for that purpose by by-law of the Township;

2.13 No person shall interfere, obstruct or hinder in any way with the By-law
Enforcement Officers in the enforcement of the provisions of the present by-
law.

. ENFORCEMENT

3.1  This By-law shall be enforced by Municipal Law Enforcement Officers;

3.2 Any person who contravenes any of the provisions of the present by-law is
guilty of an offence and is liable to the penalty provided for under the
Provincial Offences Act, R.S.0. 1990, Chapter 33, as amended;

3.3  Each day of contravention to the present by-law is a distinct offense;

3.4 When any property is not maintained pursuant to the requirements of the
present by-law, the By-law Enforcement Officer shall send a notice by
registered mail or personal service to the owner or occupant at their last
known address, requiring them to make the property conform to the
requirements of this by-law and the notice shall specify the time allowed for
compliance. Said notice shall clearly indicate that no further notices will be
sent for a same offence, and that a fine will be issued thereafter or the work
will be done at the offender’s expense, as per section 3.6.

3.5 A By-law Enforcement Officer may, at all reasonable times and upon
producing proper identification, enter upon any property or the purpose of
inspecting the property to determine if the property conforms to the standards
prescribed in the present by-law;

3.6  Where notice has been sent by the By-law Enforcement Officer pursuant
to Section 3.4 of this by-law and the requirements of the notice have not been
complied with, the By-law Enforcement Officer may cause the work to be
done and the Township may recover such expense plus an administration fee
of 15% by action or in a like manner as municipal taxes. The waste that is
removed in accordance with the present section shall be immediately
disposed of by the By-law Enforcement Officer.

3.7 In addition to the imposition of a fine or other remedy, a court of
competent jurisdiction may, upon conviction of an offence under the by-law,
issue an order prohibiting the continuation or repetition of the violation by the
person convicted and order to the remedy of the derogatory situation;

3.8  When a court of competent jurisdiction declares any section or part of this

by-law invalid, the remainder of this by-law shall continue in force unless the
court makes an order to the contrary;
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4. EFFECTIVE DATE
4.1  That By-law 2011-55 is hereby repealed,;

4.2  This By-law shall come into full force and take effect on the day it is
passed;

Thank you for seeing myself and Mitchell Johnson on June 13th. We have been working on the preparation for
the CRTC RFP and have more information to share with you. Would you have time during the week of Sep
30th? | am planning on seeing as many Prescott and Russell townships during that we as possible.

We are seeking your help in pursuing our current efforts to connect your citizens to high-speed Internet service
as quickly as possible. The purpose of this e-mail is to provide you with some background about our present
application for funding, and to explain why this matter must be dealt with urgently.

Background

In reference to our initial contacts, at which time we shared with you the subsidy programs to be announced
soon (CRTC, Universal Broadband Fund, etc.), we are pleased to announce that Alfred and Plantagenet is
on the list of projects that Cogeco Connexion has prioritized, and wishes to submit, as part of these
programs.

Action required

With this in mind, and also with the aim of maximizing government interest in considering the project(s)
submitted, we are respectfully asking you to reiterate your support for our efforts by signing the “Letter
of support — Access to high-speed Internet and telecommunications services” attached to this e-mail.

You will notice, in reading this Letter of Support that it is very detailed and explicitly asks the different government
bodies to consider the projects submitted by Cogeco. We also wish to help you voice your support by
personalizing the letter and adding, among other elements, your logo and a list of the locations that Cogeco is
planning to serve as part of the project submitted. Please note that this Letter of Support and its contents are
offered to you as a template only; you can adjust its contents as you see fit.

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In this way, we are hoping to demonstrate to the government and the CRTC that your municipality absolutely
and strongly supports Cogeco’s efforts to improve high-speed Internet coverage in your region. This will
maximize the chances for quick acceptance of the projects submitted, and certainly fulfill your expectations for
“connecting” your residents as soon as possible.

We thank you in advance for taking the necessary steps to respond to our request; your quick action will improve
the chances of your region’s project being approved, for the great benefit of your fellow citizens.

Mobility / Wireless / Cellular file

We would also like to take advantage of this timing to inform you that Cogeco is presently studying the
possibility of offering mobility (wireless/cellular) service. While our current effort is focused on Broadband
Expansion, we believe it is as important to improve the geographic mobile coverage within your
municipality. Cogeco plans to leverage our Broadband network to expand coverage areas and increase
competition for wireless services within your Municipality.

You may be aware that the CRTC recently announced a consultation to determine the relevance of opening the
wireless services market to greater competition. The government is considering easing the regulatory barriers
to entering this market with the hope that this will lead to increased competition and lower prices for consumers,
while at the same time maintaining private-sector investment.

Cogeco supports this initiative. We have submitted our observations as part of this consultation and are
preparing for the second and final round of comments, scheduled for this fall.

We are currently seeking the backing of municipalities so that we can include letters of support in our final brief,
due September 2019. We believe that residents and businesses would benefit from greater competition.

We at Cogeco are proposing a new policy and innovative regulatory model, called Hybrid Mobile Network
Operator (HMNO). The introduction of this new model would increase competition in the retail market and
encourage investments in telecommunications facilities, while requiring limited regulatory intervention, and
would provide Canadians with more choice and greater value.

Consequently, in order to minimize the number of requests for assistance to your municipality, we are taking the
liberty of immediately seeking your support on this file. In fact, your support is needed to encourage the
CRTC to consider this model proposed by Cogeco. You will note that this Lefter of support (ref. Telecom notice
of consultation CRTC 2019-57: Review of mobile wireless services), also attached to this e-mail, is addressed
to CRTC Secretary General Claude Doucet.

Our suggested Letter of support provides more details about the proposed model. We do realize, however, that
you may have some questions about signing the aforementioned documents; we remain entirely available to
you, if need be, to explain their nature and necessity at this stage of the process.

Once again, we wish to thank you in advance for treating this request, which will benefit your fellow citizens, with
the utmost urgency.

Dear Mayor Sarrazin:

Premier Doug Ford has shared with me your Council’s resolution about water levels in the
Ottawa River. | have heard your concerns and understand that this is a very challenging
time for residents in the area who have experienced high water in their community and
flooding in their homes. | would like to provide you with the following information.

Ontario’s government is putting people first by taking swift action to address concerns
from those affected by flooding. Our number one priority is the safety of the public and
protection of our communities. After seeing the impacts of the flooding first-hand, it is
clear to me that immediate action is necessary to help protect residents living along the
Ottawa River system from future flood events.

As responsibility for the management of the Ottawa River system is shared between the
Ontario, Quebec and federal governments, | wrote to my provincial and federal
counterparts requesting their support in conducting an independent review of how the
Ottawa River system is managed so that we can work together to understand what can
be done to better plan for and reduce the impacts of flooding along the Ottawa River
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system in the future.

Our government also recently announced that Doug McNeil has been named Ontario’s
Special Advisor on flooding. Mr. McNeil will advise the province on ways to reduce the
impacts of flooding and ensure communities can recover quickly.

The Special Advisor will assess current roles and responsibilities of governments,
agencies and organizations involved in flood management, including any opportunities for
improvement; review feedback received; identify focused recommendations; and ensure
all recommendations are consistent with the province’s ability to implement them.

In addition, the province held Flooding Engagement Sessions earlier this year in
Muskoka, Pembroke and Ottawa to hear from municipalities and industry leaders on how
to better prepare for and respond to floods.

We also heard from the public through an online survey which was posted at
www.ontario.ca/floodsurvey. While the survey is now closed, we are still accepting
submissions via email at mnrwaterpolicy@ontario.ca.The Special Advisor will build on
input from those sessions as well as feedback from the public.

As you know, on June 6, 2019, our government passed the More Homes, More Choice
Act, 2019, which updated the Conservation Authorities Act. We made these legislative
changes to improve public transparency, consistency, and accountability in
conservation authority operations. These changes will give greater control to individual
municipalities on conservation authority programs and budgets. These changes will also
require conservation authorities to re-focus their efforts on the delivery of programs and
services related to their core mandate, such as those related to:

» Risk of natural hazards;

» Conservation and management of CA owned or controlled lands;
» Drinking water source protection;

* Protection of the Lake Simcoe watershed;

s Other programs or services, as prescribed by regulation.

Furthermore, over the coming months, | will be reviewing all of the relevant legislation
and regulations that govern Ontario’s conservation authorities to explore even more
opportunities to re-focus their efforts and to ensure they are best serving the interests of
the people of Ontario.

In the meantime, 1 request that you review and consider your own conservation
authority’s activities and begin preparations and planning to wind down those activities
that fall outside the scope of your core mandate. | also encourage you to refrain from
developing new policies that are not aligned with your mandate or with provincial
policies. Finally, | ask that while we are undergoing this review and updating the
legislation and regulations that you do not proceed with any increases to your fees or
levies.

| appreciate the work of conservation authorities and the feedback that was provided on
the legislative changes. | look forward to receiving further input and recommendations
as we move forward with upcoming regulatory and policy proposals.
