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HYDRO 2000 RECHERCHE LE FINANCEMENT NECESSAIRE POUR METTRE EN OEUVRE SON
PLAN DE RESEAU DE DISTRIBUTION

Hydro 2000 a déposé son colit de service le 25 février courant pour les taux de 2020. Celui-c1
est approuve par la commission de I’énergie de I’Ontario. Une partie du colit de service est de
présenté un plan de réseau de distribution qui indique I’¢tat du réseau ainsi que la planification

des dépenses en capital pour 2020 et les années a venir.

Suite a la compilation pour le plan de réseau de distribution, Hydro 2000 a changé 1’approche
réactive des dépenses en capital pour une approche proactive.

[’augmentation considérable des dépenses en capital de 2018 a 2019 et les années futures est
ctayé¢ et justifié¢ dans le plan de réseau et présenté ci-bas.
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En 2017, Hydro 2000 a évalu¢ 561 poteaux afin de déterminer 1’état de chacun. L’évaluation de la désintégration de
chaque poteaux a déterminé qu’Hydro 2000 devait changer 5 poteaux par année pour sécuriser le réseau et prévenir les
incidents.

Le plan de réseau de distribution indique aussi que nous devons changer 20 isolateurs de porcelaine par année pour des
isolateurs de polymeére au cotit de 10 5008 par année. La raison est que les isolateurs de porcelaine se brise et met a
risque les opérateurs ainsi que le réseau. Hydro 2000 procede au changement de 10 unités par village par annce.

Hydro 2000 a implément¢ un programme d’entretien de transformateur de montage sur socle (Pad mount transformer).
Nous procéderons a la mise a niveau de 3 transformateurs par année afin de s’assurer de leur condition a toutes les 5 ans
environ.

Afin de rencontrer le Reglement sur les BPC DORS/2008-273 « Loi Canadienne sur la protection de I’environnement
(1999) » section 16(2)(b) et section 33 (3) qui exige 1’abolition de BPC pour décembre 2025 ainsi que pour remplacer les
transformateurs agés de plus de 43 ans, date a laquelle I’utilisation du BPC est abolie par le ministre de I’Environnement
Canadien, Hydro 2000 procede aux changements des transformateurs au rythme de 8 transformateurs par années. Le
plan initial était de changée 15 transformateurs par année afin d’¢liminer les 105 transformateurs qui ont la possibilit¢ de
contenir du BPC selon la documentation en main. Par contre, la commission de I’énergie de I’Ontario a approuvé la
deépense de seulement 8 transformateurs par année. Pour I’année 2020, nous encourrons une dépenses de maintien plus
¢leve afin d’identifier les transformateurs contenant du BPC et les prioriser avant ceux dont 1’age du transformateur
seulement est un critere..

Afin de minimiser les frais de One Call qui exige que 1’utilité¢ débourse les colits de localisation , Hydro 2000 procede a
un dessin auto-cad de son réseau pour un frais de 8 000$. Ce dessin sera soumis a One Call et les terrains ne contenant
pas de service sous-terrain seront exempté de procéder a une localisation physique.
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Mesures Canada est un organisme fédérale responsable de veiller a I’exactitude au cours de la vente de biens mesurées,
d’¢laborer et d’appliquer les lois relatives a la précision de la mesure, d’approuver et d’inspecter les appareils de mesure
et d’enquéter sur les plaintes de mesures inexactes soupgonnées. Mesures Canada établit un standard pour la vérification
et le remplacement des compteurs intelligents. Pour appliquer le standard, 156 compteurs de phase simple ainsi que tous
les autres types de compteurs datant de 2009 ont di €tre vérifier en 2019. Pour ce faire, il a fallu a Hydro 2000 de se
procurer des compteurs intelligents pour remplacer ceux qui €taient envoyés pour étre vérifié au cott de 17 000$ et une

prévision de 17 000$ pour 2020 et 3 000$ pour les années a venir pour les compteurs intelligents intervalles et autres
types.

En prévision de la planification des dépenses en capitales, Hydro 2000 a procédé a 1’étude du débit de charge au cofit de
15 000$. Cette étude a révélé une modification mineure au commutateur F3 au cotit de 2 000$ pour optimiser le réseau.
Une autre suggestion était la mise a jour des systemes d’Alfred et de Plantagenet pour ajouter des informations
supplémentaires sur le systeme, y compris vérifier les cotes de tous les interrupteurs, la taille de tous les conducteurs et

d’autres détails pour un cotit de 50 000$. Hydro 2000 a choisi de ne pas poursuivre avec la seconde recommandation.

Pour les frais généraux, les frais se limitent a I’amélioration locative, aux logiciels et ordinateur au cotit de 3 500$ par
année. Un frais unique pour la mise a jour du logiciel pour la plateforme des compteurs intelligents est prévu pour 2021
au cott de 34 000S.

Hydro 2000 regarde a emprunter un montant de 35 000$ pour renfouir les fonds de 2020
qui ont servis a payer les dépenses en capital; et emprunter 85 000$ pour défrayer les

dépenses en capital de 2021.

COMMENTAIRES DU SERVICE

de la dette, avec un taux d’intérét de 4,25% et fait état des paiements estimatifs a
'annexe 2.

Un montant approximatif de $330,000 pour la démolition de I'école St-Joseph de
Lefaivre sera également financé par un emprunt. Le département des finances a donc
procédé a une révision de la cédule d’amortissement de la dette, avec un taux de
4.33% et fait état des paiements estimatifs a 'annexe 2.

Le financement par emprunt permettra a la municipalité de poursuivre et maintenir
I'acquittement de ses obligations courantes sans limiter sa capacité liquidative.

IMPLICATIONS FINANCIERES

A l'annexe 1, la mise & jour du plafond des dettes et des obligations financiéres est
présentée pour 'année 2020. On y constate une limite de remboursement estimée de
2 473 156 $, en considérant les paiements annuels de 2020 ainsi que I'estimation des
paiements résultant des emprunts additionnels qui seront contracté en 2020.
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Notre charge annuelle estimée de 435 001 $ soutien que notre limite maximale n’est
pas atteinte et que nous respectons les exigences requises. En effet, le calcul
démontre une capacité additionnelle de 2 038 155 $.

ON THE ENVIRONMENT TERMS OF REFERENCE

Section 1
OBJECTIVES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

1.1 During the March 19, 2019 Council meeting the Alfred-Plantagenet Township Council
adopted motion 2019-168 to create an environmental advisory committee.

1.2 Many provincial or federal initiatives are looking to raise awareness in order to
increase each and everyone’s responsibility to minimize our negative impact on the
environment. Using this framework, the advisory committee will become acquainted
with the different initiatives, integrate different studies and expertise, advise Council
and develop policies and strategies mandated by the Council.

1.3 The mandate of the Advisory Committee on the Environment (ACE) is to promote the
protection, maintenance and improvement of the environment within the Township.
The committee’s mission is to improve the quality of life of those who live or work in
the Township, now and for the future.

1.4 The ACE has the responsibility to:

a) Proceed with the drafting of a detailed environmental policy for the Alfred-
Plantagenet Township and to present it to Council for approval.
b) Develop by-laws that may influence the environment and present them to Council
for approval.
c) Identify natural resources at risk and make recommendations to Council for the
drafting of conservation strategies.
d) Act as a focal point for the distribution of information on the different environmental
initiatives (for example: landfill management).
e) Prepare for Council’s approval an Action Plan for the upcoming year and report on
current year’s activities.
f) Organise activities that are respectful of the environment as pre-approved by
Council.
g) Create sub-committees that will undertake work on specific issues. These sub-
committees will report to ACE.

Section 2
COMMITTEE MEMBERS

2.1 The members of the committee will be appointed by motion of Council.

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2.2 The ACE will consist of:

a) No less than 1 and not more than 2 members of the Alfred-Plantagenet
Township Council.

b) A maximum of 7 residents of the Township.

c) Not less than 1 and no more than 2 employees of the township that occupy
positions aligned with the work of the committee.

2.3 Among the members of the committee, members will designate 1 Chair and 1
Secretary who shall hold office for one year from the date on which they were
appointed.

2.4 Whenever possible, a member of Council or a Township employee may not be
appointed to the positions referred to in section 2.3.

Section 3
OPERATING OF COMMITTEE

3.1 FREQUENCY OF MEETINGS - Meetings will be held every 2 months, either in person
or by video conferencing.

3.2 Members are required to submit agenda items to the Secretary at least 4 days before
the next meeting.

3.3 QUORUM - Quorum will consist of the Chair or someone designated by Chair, 4
residents and 1 Councillor.

3.4 CONDUCT OF BUSINESS

a) The Chair will preside all meetings. In the absence of the Chair , the Chair will
designate another member of the Committee to chair the meeting in his place.

b) The decisions of the Committee will generally be taken by consensus. If
consensus cannot be reached, the final decision will be voted. The Chair shall
vote only in the case of a tied vote.

c) At the discretion of the Chair, guests may participate in a meeting to provide
advice or expert opinion on topics for discussion.

d) The minutes will contain a summary of decisions, action items and timelines.

3.5 SUB-COMMITTEES

a) The ACE may establish sub-committees or working groups to advance certain
issues.

b) Each sub-committee must be presided by a member of ACE who will provide
updates during ACE meetings.

c) Atleast 1 member of each sub-committees shall be a member of ACE.
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d) Sub-committees will meet as often as necessary.

Section 4
ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

4.1 Councillors that are members of ACE are responsible to:

a) Provide Council with clarification on issues in order to obtain clear
instructions on work to be undertaken.

b) Represent ACE interests at Council.

C) Attend meetings.

4.2 The ACE Chair is responsible to:

a) Ensure proper proceedings at meetings.

b) Attend meetings or designate a replacement if he/she is unable to attend.
C) Ensure the drafting of the Activity Plan as per section 1.4 e).

d) Ensure the preparation of summary indicated in section 3.4d).

e) Implement this mandate.

4.3 The secretary of ACE is responsible to:

a) Propose a calendar of meetings for ACE.

b) Call members to meetings.

C) Prepare the meeting’s agendas and distributing it to members, no less than
48 hours in advance.

d) Prepare the minutes of the meeting in a timely matter.

e) Be the liaison between ACE members.

f) Send to the Township’s Clerk all documents pertaining to ACE that should
be available to public.

Q) Attend meetings or designating a replacement if unable to attend.

4.4 The township employee is responsible to:

a) Attend meetings or designate a replacement if unable to attend.

b) Ensure that documents that should be made public are posted on the
township’s web page.

C) Liaise between the ACE work and the objectives of the Township in matters
pertaining to the environment.

d) Conduct necessary research and analysis to inform ACE members on
township activities relative to ACE mandate.

e) Coordinate meeting schedule in person or via electronic participation.

COMMUNICATION

5.1 Questions pertaining to the work conducted by ACE will be forwarded to Chair to be
discussed during meeting.

5.2 Agendas and minutes will be posted on the web page under a tab “Advisory
Committee on the Environment”

5.3 A resource person employed by the township will be responsible for posting
information on the web.

AMO Policy Update — Modified Stage 2 Restrictions
for High-Risk Areas, Caution for Rest of Province,
and Support for Small Businesses

New Temporary COVID Public Health Measures in High-Risk Areas

Today the Province announced it is implementing new modified Stage 2 restrictions
for the City of Toronto, the Region of Peel, and the City of Ottawa as a result of the
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rapid rise in COVID-19 cases in those areas. These restrictions will take effect at
12:01am on Saturday, October 10" and last for a minimum of 28 days.

For the next month, the Province will implement temporary and targeted measures
that include, but are not limited to, a combination of:

e reducing capacity limits on indoor sporting games and capping events to 10
people;

« prohibiting indoor dining in restaurants and bars, and personal care services
where face coverings must be removed for the service; and

e closing businesses where it is difficult to adhere to public health measures,
including indoor gyms and fitness centres, cinemas and casinos, among
others.

Schools, child care centres, and places of worship will remain open in these
communities and must continue to follow the public health measures in effect. The
complete list of what is opened and closed can be found here.

The Ontario government has also extended orders currently in force under

the Reopening Ontario (A Flexible Response to COVID-19) Act, 2020 (ROA) to
October 22, 2020. Orders in effect under the ROA will allow the government to
maintain the flexibility it needs to address the ongoing and emerging risks as well as
the effects of the COVID-19 pandemic.

Caution for Rest of Province

In addition to the measures being implemented in these regions, Ontarians in all
regions are urged to:

« limit trips outside of home, except for essential purposes only such as work
where it is not possible to work from home, school, grocery shopping, medical
appointments, and outdoor healthy physical activity ; in addition, travel to other
regions in the province, especially from higher transmission to lower
transmission areas, should only be for essential purposes;

o practice physical distancing of at least two metres with those outside your
household,;

e wear a face covering when physical distancing is a challenge or where it is
mandatory to do so; and

e wash your hands frequently and thoroughly; and follow gathering limits and
rules.

Funding for Small Businesses
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To assist small businesses, Ontario will make $300 million available to assist
significantly affected businesses with fixed costs, including property taxes, hydro, and
natural gas. Support will be provided by the Province and will be made available in
any region where these measures are necessary. More details will be released in
next few days.

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AMO Policy Update — Ontario Proposes New Blue
Box Regulations, Modified Stage 2 Restrictions
Expanded to York Region, and Halloween Guidance

Draft Blue Box Regulation Released

Today the Ontario government announced the proposed producer responsibility
regulation of the Blue Box program. The proposed regulation under the Resource
Recovery and Circular Economy Act, 2016 would make producers responsible for the
Blue Box Program, including meeting regulated outcomes for providing collection
services, managing Blue Box materials, and meeting diversion targets to address
plastic waste, and recover resources for use in the economy.

If passed, the regulation would expand the list of materials accepted in the Blue Box
including paper and plastic cups, wraps, foils, trays and bags and other single use
items, and expand Blue Box services to more communities, including smaller, rural
and remote areas.

This is welcome news for municipal governments and has been the result of over a
decade of advocacy in support of full producer responsibility. Producers are in the
best position to finance and operate this program as they make the decisions on the
type of material and design of their packages and products. If passed, the costs of
the program would transition away from municipal taxpayers to producers and result
in an estimated savings of $135 million annually for municipalities.

The draft regulation will be posted for a 45-day consultation period on the
Environmental Registry, with comments due on December 3, 2020. AMO is hosting a
webinar on November 4, 2020 for municipal waste management staff to discuss the
regulation in detail. To register, click here.

York Region Entering Modified Stage 2

As of 12:01 a.m. this morning, York Region joined Ottawa, Peel, and Toronto public
health regions in a modified Stage 2 for a period of 28 days as a result of including
higher than average rates of COVID-19 transmission. Modified Stage 2 measures
include:

« limiting team sports to training sessions (N0 games or scrimmages);

« reducing limits for all social gatherings and organized public events to a
maximum of 10 people indoors and 25 people outdoors while maintaining
physical distancing ;
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« prohibiting indoor dining in restaurants and bars, and personal care; and

« closing businesses where it is difficult to adhere to public health measures,
including indoor gyms and fitness centres, cinemas and casinos, among
others.

Schools, child care centres, and places of worship will remain open and must continue
to follow the public health measures in effect. A complete list of modified stage 2
measures can be found here.

Halloween Guidance: Trick-or-Treating

Ontario’s Chief Medical Officer of Health, Dr. David Williams, issued a statement
today detailing public health advice to limit COVID-19 transmission this Halloween.
Given the high transmission of COVID-19 in the modified Stage 2 public health unit
regions of Ottawa, Peel, Toronto and York Region, traditional door-to-door trick-or-
treating is not recommended. Individuals should consider alternative ways to
celebrate.

For other areas of the province, the statement suggests measures to make Halloween
safer while enjoying the holiday. Dr. Williams advises residents to check with their
local municipality or public health unit for additional advice or restrictions, and urges
Ontarians not travel outside of their neighbourhoods to celebrate Halloween.

AMO Policy Update — COVID-19 Liability Protection,
Municipal Elections Act; An Ontario Digital Identity;
Public Health Orders; and Child Care
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Bill 218 - Supporting Ontario’s Recovery and Municipal Elections Act

Attorney General Doug Downey introduced Bill 218 - Supporting Ontario's Recovery
and Municipal Elections Act. If passed, the legislation will provide targeted liability
protection for health and long-term care, non-profit and private sector workers,
volunteers, and organizations that make an honest effort to follow public health
guidelines and laws related to limiting the exposure of Ontarians to COVID-19. Bill
218 will also maintain the right of Ontarians to take legal action against those who
willfully, or with gross negligence, endanger others. Municipal governments, workers,
and by-laws that are aimed at protecting public health are referenced in the Bill, as
AMO has advocated for. Similar legislation is in place in British Columbia and Nova
Scotia.

The Bill includes changes to the Municipal Elections Act, 1996, proposing to remove
the option to use ranked ballots for municipal elections, moving all municipal
governments to First-Past-The-Post. This will impact a number of municipal
governments that were contemplating the change and one already using ranked
ballots. The rationale for this proposed legislative change is not known.

In addition, the nomination date for municipal elections will also be changed from the
fourth Friday in July to the second Friday in September in the year of the election and
there are proposed changes to the timelines leading up to municipal elections (see
Section 42 of the Municipal Elections Act, 1996). AMO advises that municipal clerks
review the proposed changes for implications for their electoral planning processes.
The rationale for this change is unclear and may have the effect of discouraging
broader participation in municipal elections.

Ontario Onwards Action Plan

The Ontario government launched its new Action Plan, Ontario Onwards: Ontario’s
COVID-19 Action Plan for a People-Focused Government to make government
services simpler, more accessible, and convenient. The plan has over 30 projects
including developing a digital identity, based on digital wallet technology, by the end of
2021.

Creating a digital identity for Ontarians was identified by AMO and LAS as a key step
in helping municipalities move towards more digital government service delivery
especially as better quality high-speed internet and broadband access is expanded to
unserved and underserved areas. More details are expected on these projects in the
coming months.
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Emergency Order Changes

Ontario extended most orders under the Reopening Ontario (A Flexible Response to
COVID-19) Act, 2020 (ROA) by 30 days until November 21, 2020, with exemptions for
consumer electricity prices and access to personal health information through
electronic health records.

The Province also amended emergency orders for modified Stage 2 regions (Toronto,
Ottawa, York, and Peel Regions) to allow classes teaching or training dancers
provided conditions are met. Regulations for Stage 2 and Stage 3 areas have been
amended also to remove restrictions on in-person instruction for fire departments,
similar to police training.

Provincial Investment for Schools and Child Care

This week, the government announced that it will invest $550 million to build and
upgrade schools in 2020-21. The initiative will add 870 new licensed child care
spaces into the schools. The government has reconfirmed their commitment to create
up to 30,000 new child care spaces over five years, including up to 10,000 spaces in
new schools. AMO has advocated for effective child care as a critical service for
investment in the COVID-19 recovery.

AMO Policy Update — New Legislation Expedites
Provincial Infrastructure, Reduces Red Tape, and
Allows Off-Peak Deliveries

The Minister of Transportation, the Honourable Caroline Mulroney, announced
legislation Thursday, the Ontario Rebuilding and Recovery Act, 2020, extending a
range of measures to build provincial infrastructure faster by reducing planning and
administrative time to construction and providing a “backstop” if agreements cannot
be reached. Measures include:

o Transit: Expanding designations for major provincial transit projects
streamlining project management and accelerating development as under the
Building Transit Faster Act. The legislation also amends the Transit Oriented
Communities Act to exempt Hearings of Necessity under the Expropriations Act
for provincial transit projects and allows the government to pursue new types of
commercial arrangements.

« Highways: Amends the Public Service Works on Highways Act to require
utility owners to relocate infrastructure in the highway corridor, facilitating faster
construction.

e« Long-Term Care: The announcement signals the potential use of Minister's
Zoning Orders (MZO) to facilitate the building of long-term care residences.

« Broadband: Expansion of broadband to unserved and underserved areas and
incentivizing private sector investments.

« Municipal Tools: Intention to consult municipalities on additional tools and
powers required to expedite critical local infrastructure projects.

« Skills Development: Leveraging recent apprenticeship system investments to
build a workforce pipeline in the skilled trades.

In announcing the initiative, the government noted the powers were meant as a
“backstop” and it would work with municipal governments to move infrastructure
projects forward. AMO supports the commitment to work in partnership. The creation
of new long-term care beds, as well as other forms of housing as development, are
priorities AMO has long supported. To move forward effectively, AMO advocates that
the Province work with municipal Councils and staff to address local interests and
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garner municipal support before a MZO is issued or other “backstop” powers are used
for projects.

Reducing Red Tape and Off-Peak Deliveries

Removing constraints for local governments and businesses is the subject of two Bills
introduced recently by the Honourable Prabmeet Sakaria, Associate Minister of Small
Business and Red Tape Reduction. Bill 213, Better for People, Smarter for Business
Act includes many changes to current laws such as amendments to inter-city
passenger transportation services, electronic reporting for municipal wastewater
utilities, smart metering, grandfathering infrastructure projects, ground water permits
requiring municipal council approval, amongst others. AMO staff are currently
analyzing sections of this Omnibus Bill for municipal impacts and will provide an
update shortly.

Bill 213 also proposes to exempt publicly assisted universities from municipal
development charges affecting five communities in Ontario. Recognizing that
university campuses provide broad economic and other benefits to communities, AMO
is concerned that the move erodes the principle that "growth pays for growth" and
municipal discretion to grant exemptions.

Associate Minister Sakaria’s second piece of legislation, Bill 215, Main Street
Recovery Act, changes the way municipal noise by-laws regulate commercial
deliveries, aiming to make it easier and faster to get goods to companies and
individuals. The Act builds on changes in some municipalities and provincial
pandemic orders allowing off-peak deliveries and comes as online ordering in
response to social distancing requirements becomes more widespread. If passed,
municipalities will have the ability to designate times and zones where deliveries are
limited. The Bill also increases fines for unlicensed passenger transportation
services.

Infrastructure Program (ICIP). The fund allocates $250 million for Ontario municipal
infrastructure projects, with an 80/20 federal/provincial cost share and no municipal
cost match. The municipal portion includes $6.5 million for Indigenous, on-reserve

education projects. Applications will be available on November 16, 2020.

Of the COVID-19 Resiliency Stream funding, $700 million is available to projects
nominated by the Ministry of Education. Eligible projects include maximum eligible
costs of $10 million for building and renovating and upgrading long-term care and
education, child care, recreation and shelter facilities, parks, trails and bike lanes,
flood mitigation, among others. AMO understands that the Ministry of Infrastructure
will communicate allocations directly to municipal governments.

In August, AMO reported to members that the federal government would work with
provinces to reallocate funding from the existing ICIP streams to allow infrastructure
projects with a focus on adaptations and repairs required to keep communities safe
during the COVID-19 pandemic. Construction must begin by September 30, 2021
and must be completed by December 31, 2021.

New Funds to Fight Human Trafficking

The Province is reinvesting $2.5 million to combat human trafficking across Ontario
through the Civil Remedies Grant Program that will provide funding to law
enforcement agencies and community partners for 33 local projects. This investment
builds on the $20 million Ontario invests annually in anti-human trafficking initiatives
and the Province’s $307 million Anti-Human Trafficking Strategy (2020-2025).

Applications for the 2021-22 Civil Remedies Grant Program open November 3 and the
deadline to apply is December 15, 2020. The list of eligible applicants includes
Municipal and First Nation Police Services, not-for-profit groups, community agencies,
and Indigenous communities and organizations that assist victims of unlawful
activities or prevent unlawful activities that result in victimization.

The projects are to focus on prevention, crisis counselling, research, and public
education. Projects are to strengthen local capacity to prevent and respond to crimes
and support survivors. Investments are to support initiatives around front-line training,
victim support and education programs, and surveillance technology and

equipment. AMO is supportive of these additional investments to increase local
capacity for safer communities.

Key Highlights from AMCTO Board of Directors Meeting —
September 25", 2020

During their most recent meeting held on September 25" 2020, the AMCTO Board of Directors
discussed a number of issues of interest to members. Further details regarding the key elements of
this meeting can be found in the following sections.

Annual Indexing of AMCTO Membership Fees and Program Fees

Following the approved process that has been in place for the last few years, the Board of Directors
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received a report regarding the annual indexing of AMCTO Membership Fees and Program Fees.

Based on this report and in recognition of the financial constraints that many municipalities may be
facing as they work to recover from the impacts of COVID-19, AMCTOQO’s fees for membership and

all programs and services will be frozen at current rates for the upcoming year.

2021 AMCTO Conference Structure and Planning Activities

The Board was provided with an update on various aspects of the planning for the 2021 annual
conference. The Board was advised that, due to the unknown duration of the ongoing gathering
restrictions, the Association will be proceeding with a 100% virtual conference and that staff are
currently exploring the best platforms to use to deliver the various conference components.

Response to OMERS Board Composition and Board Effectiveness Review

The Board approved the proposed written submission to the OMERS Sponsors Corporation
regarding the current composition of the Sponsors Corporation and Administration Corporation
Boards of Directors and certain effectiveness and efficiency measures currently under
consideration.

The submission noted that from the time that the provincial government first initiated OMERS
governance reform, AMCTO has been raising concerns about the lack of representation for the
Management/Non-union group at the table for both the Sponsors Corporation and the
Administration Corporation. This concern has not diminished over the years as we continue to
believe that such representation is a matter of fair and equitable treatment for this significant group
of OMERS members.

Recognizing this ongoing concern, the submission asserted that, now more than ever, given the
Sponsors Corporation’s stated principle of examining “proportionality based on headcount... with
due recognition towards liability exposure” the best way to ensure that decisions made by the
Sponsors Corporation and the Administration Corporation take into account the interests of the
Management/Non-union group of plan members, is to designate one seat for this group on both the
Sponsors Corporation and the Administration Corporation Boards of Directors.

Next Steps in Addressing Systemic Racism, Discrimination and Injustice

Continuing the dialogue that began in June, the Board discussed next steps to be taken including
the gathering of additional member information through our next State of the Membership survey;
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the retention of external assistance in 2021 to undertake a review of AMCTO'’s current corporate

policies and procedures; and the plans for a Board training session in November 2020. This training
session may be used as a potential model for a future member-focused, diversity and inclusiveness
training initiative.

Executive Director Recruitment Process

The Board received an update on the planned recruitment process for the Association’s next
Executive Director and authorized the retention of The Portage Group to assist the Hiring
Committee with this recruitment. Stay tuned for further details on this process to be announced.

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The Government has had a busy legislative since the session resumed on September 14. Several
bills with municipal implications have been introduced.

A budget is expected to be introduced before November 15. The Ministry of Finance held a short,
two-week pre-budget consultation period. Based on some of the information available, the focus of
the Budget will be on helping people and businesses recover from COVID-19 and fighting the second
wave.

From conversations with other municipal associations and with our governmental contacts it is clear
this will be the short-term and intermediate focus of the Province. More clarity will come with the
Budget address. Given this trend, there may be a need to re-evaluate our approach to pro-advocacy
projects over the short and medium-term. Nevertheless, over the next several months, we will focus
on:

e Planning for the next phase of the ‘municipal voters’ list’ work with Elections Ontario.

e Supporting members in their preparations for the scheduled 2022 municipal elections by
developing an election-planning tracker and curating tools, templates and resources.

e Seeking input and collecting data related to proactive policy work as we look for openings and
opportunities, and leveraging relationships and existing avenues to promote members’
interests (see Policy Updates section below).

e Continuing to track and monitor Provincial consultations and legislative activity looking out for
the interests of our members, providing analysis, updates, and making submissions as
appropriate.

e Focusing on the policy side of the Policy and Government Relations program which includes
scanning the environment for tools, resources, promising practices and lessons learned to
share with members through various mechanisms and services. From what we are hearing
from our members across the Province, this is an area of critical interest.

As an example of this last point, we recently published our Proxy Voting for Members of Council
Resource Page which includes our September webinar on the same topic. In the coming weeks we
will be adding other resources to this page to assist those who are preparing reports for Council.

In addition, we recognize that there is a wealth of information and promising practices out there as
municipalities begin to plan and prepare for the 2022 municipal election cycle and we want to hear
from you! How are you preparing? We are piloting a tracker to assist you in your preparation in-
between elections and in order to get a sense of the direction Ontario municipalities are taking in
these uncertain times.

POLICY SPOTLIGHT

On October 20, the Government introduced Bill 218: Supporting Ontario's Recovery and Municipal
Elections Act, 2020, which provides organizations including municipalities, their officers and staff, with
liability protection for acting in good faith following public health guidelines for COVID-19. Of particular
concern is the change to the nomination period. We are monitoring the legislative progress on this
and are evaluating options for making our concerns known. AMCTO has tweeted about some of

those concerns already.

AMCTO made a Fall pre-budget submission to the Ministry of Finance with a focus on certain
principles rather than making financial asks:

e Promote municipal fiscal sustainability — Maintain or increase funding envelopes and cost-
sharing programs including Ontario Community Infrastructure Fund (OCIF), the Federal Gas
Tax Allocation and Ontario Municipal Partnership Fund (OMPF) beyond 2022; extend
provincial regulatory deadlines such as asset management planning to manage reduced
municipal revenue and to align with future infrastructure investments.

e Accelerate digitization of provincial tools and modernization of provincial processes —
Modernize vital events and accelerate investment in broadband.

e Promote the application of 'future-ready’, agile lens for legislative and regulatory
development and review — Ensure that legislation and regulations are flexible and
responsive to the current environment, are understandable, less prescriptive and
contradictory. Identified as an example was the Municipal Freedom of Information and
Protection of Privacy Act (MFIPPA), 1990.

BY-LAW NUMBER 2020-50

A By-law to confirm the proceedings of the Council of the Corporation of the
Township of Alfred and Plantagenet at its regular meeting held on November 3,
2020.

WHEREAS section 5 of the Municipal Act, 2001, S.0. 2001, c.25, as amended, provides
that the powers of a municipal corporation are to be exercised by its council.

AND WHEREAS it is deemed expedient that the proceedings of the Council of the
Corporation of the Township of Alfred and Plantagenet at this meeting be confirmed and
adopted by by-law;

NOW THEREFORE the Council of the Corporation of the Township of Alfred and
Plantagenet enacts as follows:

1. THAT actions of the Council of the Corporation of the Township of Alfred and
Plantagenet in respect of each motion and resolution passed and other action taken
by the Council of the Corporation of the Township of Alfred and Plantagenet at this
meeting is hereby adopted and confirmed as if all such proceedings were expressly
embodied in this By-Law.

2. THAT the Presiding Officer and the appropriate officials of the Corporation of the
Township of Alfred and Plantagenet are hereby authorized and directed to do all
things necessary to give effect to the action of the Council of the Corporation of the
Township of Alfred and Plantagenet referred to in the preceding section.

3. THAT the Presiding Officer, or in his absence, the appointed Acting Presiding Officer
and the Clerk, or in the absence of the Clerk, the Deputy Clerk, are authorized and
directed to execute all documents necessary on that behalf and to affix thereto the
corporate seal of the Corporation of the Township of Alfred and Plantagenet.
